Chairperson McManus called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Following the pledge of allegiance to the flag, County Administrator Michael Zurlo conducted
roll call. All legislators were present.

Legislator Keenan motioned to accept the minutes of the May 11, 2016 Regular Session and the
May 17, 2016 Special Session, seconded by Legislator Hall. (Carried 10-0-0).

Chairperson McManus entertained a motion from Legislator Keenan to open a public hearing
regarding the eight-year review and consolidation of Agricultural Districts 1-12 to District 7C, seconded
by Legislator Hall. He asked Mr. Zurlo to read the notice of public hearing.

Chairperson McManus asked if anyone wished to address the Legislature regarding this matter.

Legislator Dyer thanked Rodney Brown, the Deputy County Administrator, and his staff at the
Planning Department for their work on the consolidation of the agricultural districts and stated he believes
it will help the County.
